Catholic High is deeply grateful for all donors and supporters! We are the Crusader Family and it takes all of us to
help fulfill our Mission: To develop responsible Christian individuals by providing the finest in Catholic education.
Your generosity is paramount!

Did you know that the annual cost to educate a student at Catholic High is now $12,361, not including books,
laptops, or building maintenance and new construction? Our current tuition, excluding the laptop lease amount,
book costs and fees, is now $8,409 for a student whose family is affiliated with a parish in our Diocese, and $9,909
for a non-affiliated student. That leaves Catholic High with a deficit per student of between $2,452-$3,952 for
its annual operational budget. ~CHS uses grant income, fundraising activities, and the proceeds from our Annual
Campaign each year to fund this difference. We know that the State scholarship has helped to make attending CHS
aviable option for many families, but that scholarship still does not cover all of the tuition. Families are still left with
approximately $1,200-$2,500 to fund on tuition alone.

Catholic High School works conscientiously to keep tuition and fees as affordable as possible in order to enable a CHS
education to be an option for students who wish to attend. Since auxiliary income sources of fundraising, grants
and our Annual Campaign are necessary to help balance the annual operational budget, no additional resources are
available to fund needed capital improvements to the campus. Therefore, an annual Capital Improvement Fee for
every student was implemented this year to make it possible for CHS to undertake needed new construction that is
part of our Master Growth Plan. We are very grateful for all those members of the Catholic High Family who have
already contributed to our Capital Campaign and/or our Annual Campaign! Your generosity help us to both balance
our annual budget and to ensure the on-going capital growth that is needed. It is not just current Parents and Alumni
who contribute each year. We also receive generous gifts from Past Parents, Past Faculty members, Grandparents,
and Friends of Catholic High that help us meet our school’s needs from year to year - THANK YOU SO MUCH! It
really does “take a village!”

We are very excited to have begun construction on our Athletic Field Sports Complex project and look forward
to using the three new fields in the late Spring/early Summer. It would not have been possible without all of our
generous donors to date. We would love to engage more of you in the Capital Campaign with a pledge that can
be paid over a five-year span. Every amount given over time adds up and is so gratefully appreciated! We now
have over 8,600 alumni, approximately 1,000 past parents, and approximately 500 grandparents/friends who are in
contact with us and hope that many of you will join the ranks of those helping CHS to not just function but also to
grow our resources and services!
